POST-HURRICANE ACTIONS


  


Stay tuned to local radio for information


Help injured or trapped persons


Give first aid where appropriate 


Do not move seriously injured persons unless they are in immediate danger of further injury. (Call for help.)


Return home only after authorities advise that it is safe to do so, check daily with AFPC 800#


Freshwater floods cause majority of fatalities!


Avoid loose or dangling power lines and report them immediately to the power company, police or fire department


Enter your home with caution


Beware of snakes, insects and animals driven to higher ground by the storm 


Keep the squadron leadership advised of your status and location.





Hurricane Categories


Cat I -- Winds 74-95 mph


Cat II -- Winds 96-110 mph


Cat III -- Winds 111-130 mph


Cat IV -- Winds 131-155 mph


Cat V -- Winds greater than 155 mph

2003 Hurricane Preparation and Evacuation Guide





Recommended Disaster Supplies


Prepare two sets of disaster supplies; store one in your home in case you are forced to shelter there.  Make the second kit portable in a watertight plastic container that you can put in your car for evacuation 


7 gallons of water per person


Non-perishable food


Non-electric can opener


Plastic plates cups and utensils


Waterproof matches


Flashlight and extra batteries (new) 


Portable, battery-operated radio and extra batteries


First aid kit and first aid guide


Disinfectant & Sunscreen


Bug spray with DEET


2 week supply of required medications 


Cash and credit cards 


Clothing to include raincoats & gloves


Supply of personal toiletry items


Toilet paper


Blankets, bedding material


Ensure you have a current copy of the squadron recall roster.


Other items that may be applicable to you


Baby food, wipes, diapers and medications


Children’s toys & games


Pet food

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Prepare Yourself


Make sure all family members know how to respond to hurricane watches and warnings.


Make sure you know where your local shelter is.


Teach family members how and when to turn off gas, electricity, and water.


Build a disaster supply kit and a travel kit.


Plan an evacuation route.  Store a copy in your emergency supply kit and in your car.


Develop an emergency communication plan in case family members are separated from one another during a disaster (a real possibility during the day when adults are at work and children are at school), and have a plan for getting back together.  Give Evac plan info to Readiness/OCR


Ask an out-of-state relative or friend to serve as the "family contact." Make sure everyone in the family knows the name, address, and phone number of the contact person.


Make arrangements for pets.  They may not be allowed into emergency shelters for health and space reasons so contact your local humane society for information on local animal shelters.


Prepare Your Property


Purchase any supplies necessary to properly prepare your home for the storm early.


Trim back dead or weak branches from trees.


Check homeowner’s or renter’s insurance policies for what is and is not covered.  Check into flood insurance >30 days prior to hurricane.


Videotape home/belongings and take tape along.


The emergency toll free number for HQ AFPC to use in a crisis situation to report their location as well as yours and to obtain information concerning the status of the installation is 1-800-435-9941.  Call this number whenever you and/or your family arrive at the evac location and check in daily for the return home order.

NOTE:  You may be directed to “shelter in place” if the storm is not severe enough to warrant an evacuation.


Personnel living off-base will shelter in their community shelter if so ordered.  Check with the Sq Readiness Flight or your local Emergency Preparedness Department for locations.  


Personnel living on base will shelter in their homes or dormitories.  


Sheltering is not the same as evacuation.  





If an official evacuation order is given, all military members and families will evacuate!


For personnel living on-base, the Wing Commander has evacuation order authority.


Families may decide to evacuate voluntarily at their own expense.  Financial reimbursement for any evacuation is only available if you are ordered to evacuate.


Leave as soon as possible.  Follow your hurricane evacuation plan and use designated travel routes.


Avoid flooded roads and watch for washed out bridges.


Secure your home by unplugging all appliances, turning off all electrical equipment, and closing the main water valve and gas line.


Tell someone outside the storm area where you are going and provide the information to the Sq Unit Control Center.


If time permits and you live in an identified surge zone, elevate furniture or move it to an upper floor if able.


Take your emergency travel kit and warm protective clothing.


Take blankets and sleeping bags to the shelter.


Lock up your home and leave.





During a HURRICANE WATCH 


Stay aware of the situation regarding the storm’s progress and listen for official instructions.


Re-check emergency supplies.


Ensure your vehicle is properly prepared for any evacuation (gas, oil, tire pressure, travel kit loaded).


Bring in outdoor items such as lawn furniture, toys, and garden tools or anchor anything that cannot be brought inside.


Secure buildings by closing and boarding up windows.


Remove outside antennas.


Turn refrigerator and freezer to coldest settings and open only when absolutely necessary.


Stock up on drinking water or store clean water in bathtubs, jugs or cooking utensils.


Review your evacuation plan with your family.


Moor your boat securely or move it to a designated safe place.





During a HURRICANE WARNING 


Listen constantly to your television or a battery powered radio for official instructions.


If in a mobile home, check tie-downs and evacuate immediately to your nearest shelter.


Moor your boat securely or move it to a designated safe place.


Store valuables and personal papers in a waterproof container on the highest level of your home.


Turn off the gas to your house.


If riding out a storm at home:


Stay away from windows and glass doors.


Go to an interior room on the lowest level. 


Keep a safety flashlight and fresh batteries handy.


Avoid open flames such as candles and kerosene. .lamps as a source of light





HURRICANE WATCH means hurricane conditions pose a possible threat within 36 hours. 


HURRICANE WARNING means hurricane conditions are expected within 24 hours or less.
